Salomon Torres, EDC Director briefed the Commission on the subject agreement and special
project as outlined in the agreement. Commissioner Joe D. Gonzalez moved to approve.
Mayor Pro Tem Antonio Gonzales seconded the motion. Motion carried to approve AN
INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT_BETWEEN_THE_CITY_OF SAN_BENITO_AND_SAN_BENITO
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION.

ITEM_10. CONSIDERATION AND_ACTION_TO ENTER_INTO_AN_AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE CITY _OF SAN BENITO _AND SMARTCOM TELEPHONE, LLC FOR THE PURPOSE OF
ESTABLISHING _ THE TERMS_AND_CONDITIONS _ UNDER_WHICH_ SMARTCOM _WILL
PROVIDE DATA TRANSPORT SERVICE.

Arturo Rodriguez, Assistant City Manager, briefed the Commission on the proposed
agreement which shall be in effect for an initial term of thirty-six (36) months, commencing on
February 1, 2013 and continuing to and including January 31, 2016. SmartCom Telephone,
LLC (“SmartCom”). For the purpose of establishing the terms and conditions under which
SmartCom will provide data transport service. The company is located in Hidalgo County.
Mayor Pro Tem Antonio Gonzales moved to approve. Commissioner Joe D. Gonzalez
seconded the motion.

Motion carried TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF SAN BENITO

Hector Jalomo, Assistant City Manager, briefly stated that staff has been working to obtain
right-of-way from private property owner for the proposed entrance to City property and
property owner has agreed to donate needed right of way in return for allowing him to name
such entrance. The consensus was to continue discussion with property owner and offer a
market value for the piece of property to avoid problems in the future with the naming of that
piece of property. Commissioner Rene Villafranco moved to table. Commissioner Joe D.
Gonzalez seconded the motion. Motion carried to TABLE NAMING PROPOSED ENTRANCE
TO SAN BENITO AIRPORT PROPERTY ALIGNING WITH STOOKEY ROAD.

ITEM_ 12. CONSIDERATION AND _ACTION_TO APPROVE _OR DISAPPROVE PRELIMINARY
AND FINAL PLAT OF BELVEDERE SUBDIVISION, BEING A 3.459 ACRES OUT OF BLOCK
22 SAN BENITO LAND AND WATER COMPANY.

Rodrigo Davila, Planning Director presented the final plat of Belvedere Subdivision, being
3.459 acres out of Block 22, San Benito Land and Water Company Subdivision, recorded in
volume 1, page 6, map records of Cameron County. Applicant: J N H Surveying Co., LLC.
Planning and Zoning approved the proposed subdivision on January 24, 2013 and staff
recommends approval of proposed subdivision with construction of sidewalks and installation
of fire hydrant as per subdivision requirements. Commissioner Rene Villafranco moved to
approve. Mayor Pro Tem Antonio Gonzales seconded the motion. Motion carried to approve
PRELIMINARY AND_FINAL PLAT OF BELVEDERE SUBDIVISION, BEING A 3.459 ACRES
OUT OF BLOCK 22 SAN BENITO LAND AND WATER COMPANY.
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ITEM_13. CONSIDERATION _AND_ACTION_TO _APPROVE_OR DISAPPROVE A REQUEST
FROM_GAVINO_SOTELO_TO HAVE_A 14’ IRRIGATION _PIPE_INSTALLED _BY_CAMERON
COUNTY_IRRIGATION _DISTRICT _#2 ON_J. M. OJEDA_ROAD_RIGHT_OF WAY
APPROXIMATELY 600’ TO PROVIDE IRRIGATION WATER TO_A FIVE _ACRE _TRACT OF
LAND HE OWNS ON OJEDA ROAD.

Hector Jalomo, Assistant City Manager briefed the Commission on a request by Gavino
Sotelo to have a 14 irrigation pipe installed by Cameron County Irrigation District#2 on J M
Ojeda Road right of way approximately 600’ to provide irrigation water to a five acre tract of
land he owns on Ojeda Road. Also Mr. Sotelo is requesting permission to place a casing
across Ojeda Road to allow an irrigation pipe to service land across same road. This type of
irrigation lines are placed on private property on easements and not on public right of way
because this is a private line but Mr. Sotelo cannot acquire an easement from the neighboring
property owner so this is the only alternative to get irrigation water to his property. Staff
recommended denial because such a private line could become a liability to the City, if the
Commission wanted to work with Mr. Sotelo by using a use privilege agreement. Ricardo
Morado, City Attorney recommended the matter be tabled, that staff work together to advice
counsel of what is the easement, what are the rights involved, and who owns the property so
that this counsel can make an educated decision as to what they can and cannot do. Mayor
Pro Tem Antonio Gonzales moved to approve. After a brief discussion Mayor Pro Tem
Antonio Gonzales rescinded his motion and moved to Table. Commission er Joe D. Gonzalez
seconded the motion to table. Motion carried to TABLE REQUEST FROM GAVINO SOTELO
TO_HAVE_A 14’ IRRIGATION PIPE_INSTALLED BY_ CAMERON_COUNTY _IRRIGATION
DISTRICT _#2 ON_J. M. OJEDA_ ROAD_RIGHT_ OF_WAY_APPROXIMATELY 600’ TO
